Update annually





Immediately call your local Law Enforcement Agencies such as Police Department, County Sheriff, State Police, Highway Patrol and Boarder Patrol if applicable.  Be prepared to provide your child’s Child Identification Kit as well as a detailed description of the clothing your child was wearing at the time of disappearance.


Request that your child’s name and information is entered into the National Crime Information Center (NCIC) Missing Person File.


Call the National Center for Missing and Exploited Children at 1-800-THE-LOST (1-800-843-5678).


If you suspect a predatory abduction contact the Federal Bureau of Investigation (FBI).


Contact all local media assignment desks so that they can begin notifying the community.


If you suspect that your child has run away, contact the National Runaway Switchboard at 1-800-786-2929.


Logon to � HYPERLINK "http://www.beyondmissing.com" ��www.beyondmissing.com� so that you can partner with local law enforcement agencies in creating, downloading and printing flyers for duplication and circulation to other targeted law enforcement agencies.  This is a FREE service.


Establish a schedule to have someone that your child knows assigned to the house phone (at all times) in the event that your child calls home or someone else calls with information.  Install caller ID should the calling party need to be traced back by the authorities.


Contact friends, neighbors and relatives to conduct a basic neighborhood search


Organize a large scale search party as well coordinate individuals to pass out flyers.
